Monthly Fire Drills beginning March 2020

Starting in March, Poudre School District must host monthly �re drills in all our schools to be
compliant with state and international �re codes.

In 2006, PFA adopted the International Fire Code, which also applies to the State of Colorado.
The International Fire Code mandates that our schools, which are considered “group E”
occupancies, must host monthly �re drills. Previously, PSD had an agreement with PFA to host
three drills, but state �re authorities recently clari�ed that local �re authorities cannot deviate
from the International Fire Code, with which we must be compliant.

The now monthly drills will have the same procedures for students and staff. Please let me
know if you have any questions!

Snow Expectations at Lopez

Please dress for the weather! Students will play outside unless the wind chill is below 10
degrees.

SNOW EXPECTATIONS
Appropriate winter snow dress is required to play in the snow. This includes:

Snow boots or water-proofed all-weather boots.
Snow pants or other water-proofed pants are recommended, but not required.
Clothing appropriate to the temperature including coat, mittens or snow gloves
and/or hats.

Snow stays on the ground. It can be used to build but does not �y through the air.
Snow mounds are out of bounds.
